[INSTALLATION PROCESS]

1. Wrap the exhaust manifold using the included bandage and bandage bands.

A To avoid injury cut the excess off the bandage bands then bend/fold the ends.




2. Detach the O, sensors (front and rear) as well as the donut gasket from the stock exhaust manifold
and install onto the exhaust manifold included in this kit.
Be careful not to reverse the positions of the front and rear O, sensor.

3. Install the stock donut gasket and included stud bolts onto the exhaust manifold.

4. Using the included gasket(®) on previous page) loosely fit the exhaust manifold to
the cylinder head.

5. Ensure sufficient clearance is achieved, then tighten down the fastenings in order from the cylinder head.

6. Reconnect the O2 sensor couplers and anchor the wires with the included zip ties to avoid interference
with the surrounding components.

7. Reconnect the lower steering shaft.

8. Re-install the catalytic converter.

1. Reinstall any surrounding components that were removed when removing the stock exhaust
manifold and catalytic converter.

2. Reconnect the negative battery terminal.

4. INSTALLATION VERIFICATION

1. Check to ensure the product is fitted correctly.
2. Start the engine and rev to 2500rpm. Check for any abnormal sounds.

3. Test drive the vehicle and check again for abnormal sounds and/or loose parts.

M Be thorough when performing checks as incorrect fitment and/or loose parts can lead to
accidents, reduced performance as well as damage to surrounding components.
