1. REMOVING THE STOCK EXHAUST

A This manual only provides basic instructions. For more details, please refer to the vehicle's
official servicing manual.

1. Disconnect the negative battery terminal
2. Loosen the front clamp on the stock exhaust.

3. Loosen the bolts on both the LH and RH, front and rear, exhaust hangers (total 6 bolts).

4. Carefully remove the stock exhaust from the vehicle together with the exhaust hangers.
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2. INSTALLING THE TOMEI TITANIUM EXHAUST

Install the included components as shown below.

2. Attach the CLAMP BAND to MAIN PIPE A. Then insert MAIN PIPE A into the ADAPTER PIPE.
Ensure that the pipe/slide stopper is facing upwards and that the spring hooks align.
% Parts used: MAIN PIPE A (@, previous page), CLAMP BAND (®), previous page)

3. Attach the stock RH front exhaust hanger to MAIN PIPE B.
% Parts used: MAIN PIPE B (3, previous page), stock RH front exhaust hanger

4. 4. Attach the CLAMP BAND to MAIN PIPE B. Then insert MAIN PIPE B into MAIN PIPE A.
Ensure that the spring hooks align and loosely fasten the stock RH front exhaust hanger in place.
% Parts used: MAIN PIPE B (3, previous page), CLAMP BAND ({3, previous page)

5. Attach the CLAMP BAND to the SILENCER. Then insert the SILENCER into MAIN PIPE B, making sure that
the spring hooks align.
% Parts used: SILENCER (@), previous page), CLAMP BAND (&, previous page)

A Ensure that the SILENCER is installed with the logo facing downwards.

6. Attach the SILENCER BAND RUBBER and the stock RH rear exhaust hanger to the SILENCER BAND.
Then mount the SILENCER BAND onto the exhaust, taking care not to scratch the SILENCER and loosely fasten
the stock RH rear exhaust hanger in place.

7. Tighten down the fastenings in order from the font, ensuring sufficient clearance is achieved.

FLANGE NUT M8 (@), previous page) [20.0~28.4N.m(2.0~2.9kgf-m)]

8. Attach the SPRINGS onto the ADAPTER PIPE, MAIN PIPE A, MAIN PIPE B and the SILENCER.

/\ caution

« Ensure sufficient clearance and correct fitment has been achieved before completely tightening
down the fastenings. In some cases, there may be insufficient clearance due to minor differences
between individual vehicles. In such a case, loosen the fastenings on the catalytic converter and
adjust the positioning until sufficient clearance is achieved before retightening the fastenings again.

+ Ensure you clean the exhaust after installation. Using the exhaust whilst there is oil or other debris
on it can cause blemishes and/or burn marks.

+ Depending on the installation and use of the exhaust, you may need to apply thermal insulation to
prevent heat damage to the surrounding components/areas.

9. Install the SOUND REDUCER when necessary.

10. Re-connect the negative battery terminal.
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3. POST INSTALLATION CHECKS

1. Check again to ensure the product is fitted correctly.

2. Start the engine. Rev to 2500rpm and check for any abnormal sounds.

3. Test drive the vehicle and check again for any abnormal sounds and/or loose parts.
