1. REMOVING THE STOCK EXHAUST

A This manual only provides the simple instructions. For more details please refer to the vehicles
official service manual.

1. Disconnect the cars negative terminal battery.

2. Remove the exhaust main muffler.

3. Remove the center exhaust pipe.

4. Remove the exhaust muffler cover (rubber) from the car bodys left side.

5. Remove the lower floor bar.

2. ADDING EXTRA BOLT HOLES
FOR THE SOUND REDUCER

Bl The loudness of the exhaust can be set at 3 different levels using the included sound reducer.

Bl The exhaust tip has one predrilled bolt hole. However, when using QUIET MODE 2,

ensure you add the extra bolts and bolt holes to fully secure the sound reducer in place

as detailed in the installation manual. Whilst QUIET MODE 1, can be used with just one bolt,

using extra bolts is strongly recommended for added safety.

M Failing to add/use the additional bolts may result in parts coming loose while driving
which can be extremely dangerous for vehicles directly behind and/or around you.

1. Ensure you use an old rag or cloth to prevent any debris from entering the silencer.
2. Double check the distance from the reference bolt hole to the edge/end of the exhaust tip (15mm).

3. Insert the sound reducer and mark the center point of the 2 additional bolt holes.

4. Secure the sound reducer using the reference bolt hole together
with the included M6 button bolt and flange nut.
Check that the sound reducer is aligned correctly and that the additional bolt holes
are the same distance from the exhaust tip/end as the reference hole (15mm).
PARTS USED: Button Bolt M6, Flange Nut M6.

Using a center drill, add a pilot hole to one of the extra bolt holes marked earlier.

Check to make sure it's centered then enlarge the hole to 6.5mm diameter (to fit M6 bolt).

Then secure in place using the M6 button bolt and M6 flange nut.

Double check the sound reducer bolt hole positioning and repeat the process for the 3rd bolt hole.
After drilling all the holes, be sure to grind down any sharp edges.

Clean and/or remove any remaining debris.

*Apply the Bolt Smooth Paste that is supplied in the kit to prevent metal burns and seizures to the bolts and nuts.

[Installation procedure]

1. Change the stock muffler hanger on the center exhaust pipe with the muffler hanger
that is supplied in the kit. * Use the included gasket (above @) & bolt M12 (above (B)).

2. Test fit Main Pipe A using the included Gasket, M12 Nut and M12 Washer.

Also

ensure that the UPSIDE mark is facing upwards.

*Use the supplied Gasket (above page @) M12 Nut (above page &) M12 Washer (above page 7).
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3. Fit the clamp band to Main Pipe B, then use the Springs to secure
Main Pipe B to Main Pipe A. Be sure to also fit the Muffler Hanger.
* Use the supplied Clamp Band (previous page ®).

4. Fit the Clamp Band to the Silencer. Then, slide on to Main Pipe B,
Main Pipe B, making sure the spring hooks align.
* Use the supplied Clamp Band (previous page ®).
A Ensure that the logo on the muffler is facing downwards.
5. Attach the Silencer Band Rubber to the Silencer Band.
Then, install onto the vehicle taking care not to scratch the Muffler.

* Use the supplied Silencer Band Rubber (previous page 9/ (D).

6. Tighten down the bolts/nuts/screws in order from the font, ensuring sufficient clearance is achieved.

7. Attach the Springs to Main Pipe A, Main Pipe B as well as the Silencer
*Use the supplied Springs (previous page ).

B Ensure sufficient clearance and correct fitment has been achieved before completely
tightening down the fastenings. In some cases, there may be insufficient clearance due to
minor differences between individual vehicles. In such acase, loosen the fastenings of each
component and adjust the positioning until sufficient clearance is achieved before
retightening the fastenings again.

B Ensure you clean the exhaust after installation. Using the exhaust whilst there is oil or other

debris on it can cause blemishes and/or burn marks.

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4. INSTALLATION VERIFICATION

2. Start the engine and rev to 2500rpm. Check for any abnormal sounds.

3. Test drive the vehicle and check again for any abnormal sounds and/or loose parts.
