1. REMOVING THE STOCK EXHAUST

A This manual only provides basic instructions. For more details, please refer to the vehicle's
official servicing manual.

1. Disconnect the negative battery terminal.

2. Remove the exhaust muffler.
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2. ADDING EXTRA BOLT HOLES
FOR THE SOUND REDUCER

The loudness of the exhaust can be set at 3 different levels using the included sound reducer.

W The exhaust tip has one predrilled bolt hole. However, when using QUIET MODE 2,
ensure you add the extra bolts and bolt holes to fully secure the sound reducer in place
as detailed in the installation manual. Whilst QUIET MODE 1, can be used with just one bolt,
using extra bolts is strongly recommended for added safety.

4. Secure the sound reducer using the reference bolt hole together
with the included M6 button bolt and flange nut.
Check that the sound reducer is aligned correctly and that the additional bolt holes
are the same distance from the exhaust tip/end as the reference hole (15mm).

5. Using a center drill, add a pilot hole to one of the extra bolt holes marked earlier.

6. Check to make sure it's centered then enlarge the hole to 6.5mm diameter (to fit M6 bolt).

7. Then secure in place using the M6 button bolt and M6 flange nut.

8. Double check the sound reducer bolt hole positioning and repeat the process for the 3rd bolt hole.
9. After drilling all the holes, be sure to grind down any sharp edges.

10. Clean and/or remove any remaining debris.

1 Apply the Bolt Smooth Paste (included) to the fastenings that will be exposed to
high temperatures. This helps prevent them from becoming stuck or seized.

[INSTALLATION PROCESS]

1. Remove the gasket, studs, bolts, nuts, and springs from the stock muffler.
% If only the nut comes off and the stud bolt remains on the muffler side,
use a double nut method to remove the stud.

2. Install the stud bolts removed from the stock muffler on to the TOMEI muffler.

3. Install Silencer Band A (2)/Silencer Band Rubber (4) and Silencer Band B (3)/Silencer Band Rubber (4,
into the correct position on the muffler. Lightly fasten the bolts.
% Use Silencer Band Flange Bolt/Nut (5/6).

4. Lightly fasten the muffler onto the vehicle using OEM Gasket / nuts / springs.
At the same time, check that the silencer band is in the proper spot according to the hanget
Once confirmed intstall the silencer band onto the muffler hanger.

5. Securely fasten the muffler while adjusting the muffler as needed.
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/A cauTtion

m This product has a large exhaust diameter to achieve the most efficient
exhaust flow.Therefore, the clearance between the exhaust and the car may be
tight in some areas. If there seems to be any noise caused from the vibration
and the tight clearnace, use high heat resistant cloth to stop the noise.

m Otherwise Ensure sufficient clearance and correct fitment has been achieved before
completely tightening down the fastenings. In some cases, there may be insufficient
clearance due to minor differences between individual vehicles. In such a case,
loosen the fastenings and adjust the positioninguntil sufficient clearance is achieved before
retightening the fastenings again.

m Ensure you clean the exhaust after installation. Using the exhaust whilst there is oil or
other debris on it can cause blemishes and/or burn marks.

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4. POST INSTALLATION CHECKS

2. Start the engine. Rev to 2500rpm and check for any abnormal sounds.

3. Test drive the vehicle and check again for any abnormal sounds and/or loose parts.
